House of Delegates Representative/Alternate
Texas Chapter APWA

The purpose of the APWA House of Delegates is to provide involvement and participation of the Chapters in the development of APWA programs and policies. It is an advisory body made of one representative from each Chapter, selected by the Executive Committee of the Chapter. The Texas Chapter Representative and alternate to the House of Delegates shall be responsible for representing the Chapter in the decisions and recommendations formulated by that body. The House of Delegates Representative and alternate shall be selected by the Executive Committee of the Texas Chapter in the Fall Meeting and shall serve a one-year term. The Representative may be re-appointed at the discretion of the Executive Committee.  Specific responsibilities of the Representative and alternate to the APWA House of Delegates are as follows:

· Meet with the APWA House of Delegates as meetings are held. Represent the Chapter in all deliberations of the House of Delegates and express the opinions of the Chapter as nearly as they can be ascertained. The Texas Chapter shall reimburse the representative and alternate for two meetings annually for normal expenses above those covered by normal practice of the HOD employer.  Such expenses shall be documented and submitted to the Texas Chapter Treasurer for payment.

· Serve as members of the Texas Chapter Executive Committee

· Report to the Executive Committee on matters of importance coved in the House of Delegates meeting

· Report to the Chapter membership on suggested and proposed programs for APWA discussed at the House of Delegates meeting

· Provide written reports for Executive Committee meetings and for each Participant magazine

· Secure direction from the Executive Committee, the Chapter and Chapter members, as appropriate, on issues to be discussed at House of Delegates meetings.
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
