The Constitution of the Texas Municipal League specifies that membership of the Board of Directors of the Texas Municipal League shall include 15 Departmental Directors which shall be elected for a two-year term by the respective departments of the League. The Public Works Departmental Director is specified to be elected by the membership of the Texas Public Works Association on odd years. The Departmental Director shall be responsible for representing the Chapter on the Board of Directors of the Texas Municipal League. Specific responsibilities of the Departmental Director are as follows:

· Meet with the Board of Directors of the Texas Municipal League as meetings are held

· Represent the Chapter in all deliberations of the Board of Directors and express the opinions of the Chapter as nearly as they can be ascertained

· Serve as a member of the Executive Committee of the Chapter

· Coordinated and facilitate the educational program at the TML Annual Conference

· Work with the TPWA Trustee to develop TPWA booth for the TML Annual Conference

· Report to the Executive Committee on matters of importance covered in the TML Board of Directors

· Report to the Chapter membership on suggested and proposed programs discussed in TML Board of Directors meetings

· Secure direction from the Executive Committee, the Chapter and Chapter members, as appropriate, on issues to be discussed in the TML Board of Directors meetings

· Contribute an editorial for each of the quarterly TPWA Participant magazines
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
